CITY APPROVES $4.1 BILLION

IN REDEVELOPME

\With an eye on Brown's plan
to eliminate such-agencies, -
council presses ahead with
funding for §Eo<m3m3m

The San Diego City Council ap-
proved $4.1 billion in redevelopment
projects Monday — possibly the larg-
est defensive move by a California city
against proposed state elimination of
redevelopment agencies.

The money, which pays for every- -

thing from sidewalks to more than $1

billion for mm.oagm_&m housing — but
not the proposed Chargers stadium
_ would come from property taxes

collected in the city’s 17 redevelop-.

ment project areas over the next 40
years. : :
But the list is subject to change
and, more important, could prove
futile in the attempt to thwart the
state’s action as proposed by Gov.
Jerry Brown to help plug the state’s
$26 billion budget hole.

Brown’s office took note of the city’s

action and released this statement:

“I¢'s-a shame that local elected offi-
cials are rushing to shift billions of
local taxpayer dollars into redevelop-

ment projects while simultaneously
proposing major cuts to education,

public safety and other core servic-

es.
The governor’s plan, already ap-
proved by a legislative committee,

would send $1.7 billion in unspent
redevelopment funds statewide to

Sacramento for the fiscal 2012 bud-
get year; dismantle the state’s 325 re-
development agencies, including San
Diego’s, and starting in 2013, redirect
redevelopment funds to schools, city
and county general funds and special
districts, just as other property taxes
are distributed.
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
